	1. Coping with the times: Parenting skills

The Education Act defines an exceptional pupil as a “ pupil whose behavioural,  communicational, intellectual, physical or multiple exceptionalities are such that he or she is considered to need placement in a special education program…” students are identified according to the categories and definitions of exceptionalities provided by the Ministry of education. The purpose of this workshop is to provide you with the information set out for identifying a pupil as “exceptional”, deciding the pupil’s placement or appealing such decisions if you do not agree that your child should be identified as exceptional.
